Within the cleanup scope of services, does this include any art/paintings/ artifacts?

Response: The scopes may differ by project or discovery of asbestos-containing materials (ACM) or mold
in an area. However, it is possible that any art/paintings/ or artifacts may be in the general affected areas

Do the environmental clean-up services include any hazardous materials or biohazard services?

Response: No. Disposal of the college hazardous or biohazard waste is managed through other contracts.

Will students and or staff be present in room/buildings while abatement, remediation, or cleanup services
